Everyday work and meals for an average of fifteen
children

Bathing services, particularly important for families who
live without water and electricity

Referring three families to the Agency of Social
Protection where they were able to fulfill several rights

Seven boys were able for the first time to recognize
some people from their surroundings as dangerous and
requested the help of the “Drop-in centre”



Beginner’s challenges

Since we are just at the beginning, we are facing small
and big problems:

Lengthy process of acceptance of hygienic habits among
children

Difficult collaboration with parents, who should support
children in deepening the knowledge and habits
developed thanks to the “Drop-in centre”

Slower integration of workers with Roma background in
the “Drop-in centre”

Big differences between regular and occasional clients,
and harder interpersonal acceptance



Further plans

e Larger number of clients enrolled in school

» Better collaboration with schools
(considering that the school year has just

begun)

e Organization of courses for children
according to their interests

e Continuation of the project in the next two
